Terms of Contract (Part I)

A. Workshops

Courses and seminars run by professional artists are conducted at the International Academy Marmaris (IAM), hereinafter referred to as "the Academy".
1. As a rule, workshops last for 2 weeks. Other times can also be arranged.
2. In general, the course-leader puts the group together himself or herself. The Academy can help in enrolling participants and can be entrusted with the task of organizing the whole course in individual cases.
3. The costs for board and lodging of course-leaders shall be met by the Academy.
4. Information on the course fee and the content of the workshop shall be sent to the Academy.
5. A fee of € 25 per week and per participant shall be paid to the Academy.
6. The course-leader shall determine the subject-matter of the course. Work materials may be brought by participants or purchased from the Academy; in this case, a detailed list must reach the office in Germany at least 2 weeks before the course begins.
7. Courses should have a minimum of 10 participants. If it is clear three months before a course is due to begin that the minimum number of participants will not be achieved, the Academy reserves the right to withdraw from the contract.
B. Programme for visiting artists

Artists may be invited by the Academy to come and work for a period of two weeks.

Accommodation costs for the artist himself or herself including full board shall be met by the Academy. If the artist is accompanied by a partner, the latter shall meet the costs for meals amounting to € 18 per day himself or herself. Accommodation for the partner is free.
3. The costs for materials can be met by the Academy if this has been agreed in advance.
4. Half of the works produced during the stay shall be donated to the Academy. The works shall be selected jointly. All rights to donated works shall be transferred to the Academy.
5. The Academy shall have the right to find sponsors for the programme of visiting artists. The name of the sponsor may be published. In the event of a sponsor's name being published, the artist shall be informed in advance.
6. The visiting artist may give classes during his or her stay. In this case, the provisions set out in A 4, A 5, and A 6, shall apply.
Terms of contract (Part II)

Registration

Following an enquiry by telephone, the course-leader shall be sent a registration form for the course. This will be confirmed in writing. A registration form for participants, which can be copied, shall be included with the documents. All registration forms shall be sent as a batch to the office in Germany at the following address: Akademie der Türkischen Gemeinde e.V., Attn.: Ursula Schneider, Kölnstrasse 17, 50354 Hürth, Germany. The rooms will then be reserved at the Academy accordingly.
Payment

A down-payment of € 75 per week and per person shall be made to the Academy by each participant no later than three months before the course is due to begin. The payment shall be remitted to the account stated below:

Withdrawal

If a course-leader is prevented from holding a course, he or she shall undertake to find a suitable replacement. The Academy shall not be liable to recourse.
